After arranging for a proper head stone and contacting his family the detachment changed it’s
name to honor him in a ceremony that included the alumni from the orphanage, his sister, the officer he saved, local elected
officials, representatives from every veterans group on Staten Island, local school children and members from other MCL de-
tachments in the metropolitan area. In all 160 people attended this momentous event.
